14.	 If we knew how God really feels about us, we wouldn’t be so critical of

	 ourselves and others.

15.	 The problem is, we have never been loved by anyone the way God loves

	 us, so we have nothing to compare it to.

16.	 There are no conditions to God’s love except to receive it.
